RULES AND CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

1 The competition, except where otherwise stated is open to all, whether members or not of the Side Saddle Association.  All classes must be ridden side saddle and will be run under the SSA rules as defined in the current member’s handbook.

2 Horses/ponies suffering from any contagious or infectious disease must not be brought to the show.  Any animal showing signs of disease or illness will be removed immediately from the show ground by request of any official.

3 The SSA Area 9 Committee reserves the right to refuse any entries, to cancel any entry made, to prohibit the exhibition of any entry or to split or amalgamate classes as deemed necessary.

4 Substitutes of named entries, in any class, will not be permitted unless accompanied by a valid Veterinary Surgeon’s Certificate, with exception of the Equitation classes as per SSA rulebook 2015.

5 All horses and ponies must be 4 years old or over to compete in any class.

6 No entry monies will be refunded, for any reason, after the closing date of entries.

7 All persons in charge of horses/ponies and all persons admitted to the Show ground will obey the orders of the Stewards, Secretary and other Officials of the Side Saddle Association.  Exhibitors will be answerable for the conduct of those accompanying them and their representatives. The Stewards and other officials have the power to enforce the regulations of the SSA if required and may withhold any prizes from exhibitors, as deemed necessary.

8 All persons are dutifully requested to ensure that they show consideration, courtesy and respect in the vicinity of all persons and other competitors and to exercise caution within the Show ground competition and warm up arenas. 

9 The Committee reserve the right to appoint judges in lieu of any who may not be able to attend, or to appoint additional Judges or to cancel or make alterations to the appointed list.

10 The judge’s decision is final and no correspondence will be entered into at any time.

11 No horse or pony bred by, ever owned by, produced or with any financial connections to the judge may enter any such class affected.

12 In all cases of difference of opinion or dispute in regard to the exhibition or placing of competing horses/ponies, or other questions in connection with the Show, the decision of the SSA (Area 9) Committee will be final and binding.

13 Any exhibitor wishing to protest against any decision of the SSA (Area 9) Committee or Judges may do so by lodging a protest, in writing, with the Secretary along with the sum of £30, within one hour of the conclusion of the Class in question. No protest will be accepted after this time and the SSA (Area 9) Committee will reserve the right to withhold repayment of the £30 if any expense has been incurred, or if they consider the protest to be trivial or unnecessary.

14 Exhibitors are warned that it is their responsibility to be in the correct ring at the correct time. No-one will be allowed to enter or leave the ring without the Judge’s permission once judging of any class has commenced.

15 All class times are approximate and organisers cannot be held responsible should classes overlap. 

16 All junior riders (aged 5 years and over but under 18 years on 1st January 2015) and any person jumping, must wear a correctly secured current British standard riding hat at all times when mounted.

17 A fall of horse and rider in any ridden class will result in immediate elimination from the class.  Riders must not remount in the ring/arena.

18 All SSA members must have membership cards available at the show for inspection by any show official.

19 All stallions must wear a blue ribbon on their tails.

MAIN ARENA RING 1 – Start 9.00 am prompt

Judge – Miss S A Zonis

Class 1 – Concours d’elegance – Kindly sponsored by:  Ms J Fairburn

The sole criterion for this class is the elegance of the picture presented by the horse and rider.  Attention may be paid to the rider’s personal appearance, but detailed inspection of rider or tack is not required.  Fancy dress or period costume is not permitted.  Competitors are required to walk, trot and canter.  No individual show is required but the judge may ask groups of three or four riders to give short displays. 4 special rosettes will be awarded: to the highest place adult rider wearing a silk hat, to the highest placed adult wearing a bowler hat, to the highest placed adult rider wearing a safety hat and to the highest placed junior rider, provided they are members of the SSA.  NB – silk hats are permitted to be worn by adults in this class at any time of day.  Juniors must wear hats to current British safety standard or above for this class.  Adult riders wearing such hats in this class, do so at their own risk.

Class 2 – SSA Equitation Championships Open Qualifier – Kindly sponsored by:  Mr & Mrs R Weir

Open to SSA members and non-members.  Members carrying their current Championship Points cards are eligible for SSA rosettes to 3rd Adult and 3rd Junior places and SSA Championship points.  Southernden Farm offers a rosette to the highest placed member under 14 on 1st January of the current year, Side Saddle International offer a rosette to the Adult member and Manor Grange Stud Show centre offer a rosette to the Junior member, judged to be the best turned out.  

Class 3 – Mountain & Moorland – Kindly sponsored by:  Mr & Mrs R McClelland

Open to all pure bred mountain & moorland pony breeds recognised by the National Pony Society (NPS), registered in their respective stud books.

Class 4 – Veteran horse or pony – Kindly sponsored by: Mr & Mrs R Young

Open to all horses and ponies aged 15 years or over at 1st January 2015.  Prizes in kind for 1st, 2nd and 3rd places.

Class 5 – Mature Rider – Kindly sponsored by: Mr & Mrs R Young

Open to all riders aged 45 years or more at 1st January 2015, riding any type of horse or pony.  Special rosette to the highest placed rider 55 years or over.

MAIN ARENA RING 2 – To start following completion of Class 1

Judge – Mrs A Bryan-Dowell

Class 6 – Restricted Side Saddle Equitation – Kindly sponsored by:  Mr & Mrs G Moyes

Open to riders who have not have been placed 1st or 2nd on more than two occasions in an SSA Equitation Championships Open Qualifying class or to have ever competed in any Equitation Championship at the SSA National Side Saddle Show.  Traditional habits must be worn.  Qualifying points will not be awarded to members in this class.

Class 7 – Classical Ladies – Kindly sponsored by:  Mr & Mrs D Rogerson

Open to SSA adult members and non-members, aged 18 years and over on 1st January of the current year, riding side saddle, on horses exceeding 148cms (14.2hh).  The class to be judged on 25% conformation and action, 25% manners & way of going, 25% rider and 25% turnout of horse and rider by a SHBGB, BSHA, BSPS, P(UK) or SSA Panel Judge.  Judges may request a short show but will not ride exhibits; horses will not be stripped.  Traditional habits must be worn.  Fancy dress and period costumes are NOT permitted.  NB – silk hats are permitted to be worn in this class at ANY time of the day unless show schedule wording stipulates safety hats must be worn at all times.  Judges are requested to use the mark sheet provided.  The highest placed horse/rider combination qualifies of the final to be held at the National Side Saddle Show.  In the event of previous qualification, this may be passed down to 4th place.  Special rosettes are offered by Mrs T Mitchell to the winner and if the winner has already qualified, a second rosette is awarded with the qualification card.  Qualifying combinations are required to become full members of the SSA 21 days prior to the National Side Saddle Show or as soon as possible if qualified after that date to be eligible to compete in the final.  Combinations qualifying between one National Side Saddle Show and the next may carry forward the qualification for that year only.  The highest place Riding Horse, Hack (not exceeding 160cm), Cob or Hunter, Mare or Gelding, 4 years and over, ridden by an SSA Adult member qualifies for The 2015 BSHA Championship Show Total Impact Equestrian Ladies Show horse Championship and if already qualified the ticked will go to the next highest horse down to 5th place.  The qualification period is 1st January 2015 to 11th September 2015.  SSA members who qualify for the Ladies Show Horse Championship will not be required to join the BSHA in order to compete in any side saddle class at the BSHA National Championship Show.  If the BSHA Championship Show entries have closed at the time of qualification, competitors will not be charged a late entry fee for Championship.

Class 8 – Novice horse/pony – Kindly sponsored by:  Mr G Prentice - Farrier

Open to horses/ponies 4 years old and over in their first season competing under side saddle.  To be judged on the manners and way of going, the horse/pony and its suitability for the rider.  

Class 9 – Best horse/pony – Kindly sponsored by:  Dr V R Warwick
Open to horses and ponies, 4 years old or over; conformation and manners will be taken into consideration.  Horses/ponies will not be stripped. Special rosette to the highest placed registered adult and junior members of the SSA.  This class may be split into horses and ponies if sufficient entries are forward.  

Class 10 – Best Riding Club horse/pony – Kindly sponsored by:  Mr & Mrs D Rogerson

Hats to current British Safety standards or above must be worn.  Open to horses and ponies 4 years old or over.  Riders will be required to give a short show including a small jump, maximum height 61cms (2’) excluding the National Show.  The height may be adjusted during the course of the class at the judge’s discretion.  The class shall be judged on the show, the manners of the horse/pony and its suitability for the rider.  Conformation will not be considered.  A special rosette will be awarded to the highest placed registered adult and junior members of the SSA.

MAIN ARENA – Following completion of judging of classes 5 and 10

EQUITATION CHAMPIONSHIP – Kindly sponsored by:  Mr & Mrs N Stephenson

Judges – Mrs A Bryan-Dowell & Miss S A Zonis

1st & 2nd prize winners from Classes 2 and 6 are eligible to take part.  Champion receives the Stephenson Rosebowl, rosette and sash.

MAIN ARENA – approximately 1.30pm

Class 11 – Historical Costume 

Judge – Mrs C Moyes

This class will be judged at walk.  The judge will inspect competitor’s attire and horse/pony’s tack closely, for historical accuracy, when the class is lined up.  Competitors must submit a brief resume about their apparel, together with a photograph of the copied costume, to confirm authenticity.  2 special rosettes will be awarded to the highest placed registered adult and junior members of the SSA.  Lead rein competitors are eligible for this class.  Juniors must wear hats to current British safety standard for this class.

Class 12 – Costume Concours d’elegance

Judge –  Mrs A Bryan-Dowell & Miss S A Zonis

The sole criterion for this class is the elegance of the picture presented by the horse/pony and rider and the way of going of the horse/pony.  Safe tack must be used.  Detailed inspection of the rider’s period costume is not required.  Fancy dress is not permitted.  Competitors are required to walk, trot and canter.  No individual show is required but the judge may ask small groups of riders to give short displays.  2 special rosettes will be awarded to the highest placed adult and junior members of the SSA.  Competitors should produce a brief written resume of their costume for the commentator.  Juniors must wear hats to current British safety standard for this class.

EQUITATION JUMPING - Kindly sponsored by: Mrs H Scott-Watson
Judges – Mrs A Bryan-Dowell & Miss S A Zonis

Class 13 – Novice Equitation Jumping

Maximum height of fences 70cms (2’3) and maximum spread 61cms (2'0)

Class 14 – Intermediate Equitation Jumping

Maximum height of fences 76cms (2’6) and maximum spread 70cms (2’3)

Class 15 – Open Equitation Jumping

Maximum height of fences 84cms (2’9) and maximum spread 76cms (2’6)

EQUITATION JUMPING CHAMPIONSHIP

Rules as per SSA Handbook 2015.  Riding hats to current British standard must be worn in all classes.  1st & 2nd prize winners from classes 13, 14 and 15 are eligible to take part.  Champion receives the Morvern of Turin Hill Rosebowl, rosette and sash.

Class 16 – Accumulator Show jumping

Open to both horses and ponies.  The course shall consist of fences of varying heights from 61 cms (2’0) to a joker fence at 100cms (3’3).  Points will be gained to the value of each fence cleared, with the joker fence having a value of 100 points.  Competitors will have one minute to gain as many points as they can by jumping the fences they feel are within their capability and their points added up.  The same number of points will be deducted if fences are attempted but competitors have a refusal or knock down.  The winner will be the rider with the most points gained within the time set.  Riding hats to current British safety standards must be worn for this class.  

Class 17 – Champagne Challenge – Kindly sponsored by: Miss M J Grant

Open to Adults and Juniors, riding side saddle.   Competitors will be given a glass of 'champagne' and be required to ride 'as a ride' in walk, trot and canter on the right rein.  The winners will be the adult and junior competitors who complete the class with the most 'champagne' in the glass.  The best adult will receive a bottle of champagne and the best junior will receive a bottle of something non alcoholic.

OVERALL SUPREME CHAMPIONSHIP OF SHOW - Kindly sponsored by:  Mr & Mrs R Young

Judges – Mrs A Bryan-Dowell & Miss S A Zonis

1st prize winners from classes 1, 3, 4, 5, 7, 8, 9, 10, along with both Equitation and Equitation jumping champions are eligible to take part.

Overall Champion receives a Side Saddle Limited Edition print, kindly donated by Mr & Mrs R Young, rosette and sash.

***************************************************************************************

RING 3 – DRESSAGE – Kindly sponsored by:  Miss M J Grant 

Judge – Lady Mary Hope

Arena will be open for judging from 12.45pm to 3pm and will be self-stewarding.  Please ensure you nominate your times/tests on the sheet at the secretary’s office by 12 noon.  It is the responsibility of riders to ensure they present themselves for judging.

No horse may compete at more than two consecutive levels, ie Intro/prelim, prelim/novice or novice/elementary.  Current British Dressage rules will apply to Classes 18, 19 and 20.  Riding hats to current British Standards must be worn for all classes.  For SSA Area 9 members, this competition will form part of the 2015 Dressage league.

NB: The Intro and Preliminary classes  will not have any bit restrictions and competitors may ride in whatever bit they normally use.  This is to encourage more competitors to have a go at dressage side saddle.

Class 18 – Intro B (2009)

Horses must not have gained any British Dressage points at close of entry.  The horse/rider combination must not have been placed 1st in any Preliminary dressage test previously.

Class 19 – Preliminary 4 (2002)

Horses must not have gained more than 49 British Dressage points at close of entry.

Class 20 – Novice 28 (2008)

Horses must not have gained more than 124 British Dressage points at close of entry.

Class 21 – Elementary 42 (2008)

No restrictions.

Class 22 – Medium 63 (2002)

No restrictions.
